The development department at MAN B&W Diesel A/S was
ready with a prototype of a new product in 2001 and
lacked an electronics supplier that could mature the
production and produce the product.

It took less than 5 months from initial contact with
Crysberg until the first product - Terminal Box - was
delivered to MAN B&W. Crysberg matured the product for
production and manufactured The Terminal Box.

The Terminal Box is part of an electronically-controlled
cylinder lubrication oil system. Electronic impulses from
the engine register, where the piston is located within the
cylinder. The system then decides when lubrication is to
be effected and how much oil is to be used. This optimizes
the use of oil used for lubrication. The Terminal Box PCB is
built into a tiny box placed in the cylinder.

In 2003, MAN B&W introduced their first electronically-
controlled marine diesel engine in which Crysberg’s R&D
department has played a major role in development of a
Tacho Signal Amplifier, which represents a vital element
of the engine control system.

MAN B&W had two approval criteria for Crysberg, who had
to report all observations during the production process in
a log, and had to handle PCB production and system
mounting in accordance with the American IPC-A-610
class 3 standard. Crysberg was able to prove it had a
dynamic and flexible organisation, which was able to
adapt to the customer’s requirements very quickly.
Crysberg upgraded its standards and quality criteria to
perform electronic mounting according to the IPC-A-610
standard, in which all operators are trained and certified
to.

In May 2005, the company developed a
new system, called Purefi Active System with the
absolutely lowest regeneration temperature available on
the market. High pressure pumps and control electronics
are integrated in a small compact unit to make the system
easy to retrofit to any vehicle.

Diesel injection in the exhaust system raises the
temperature to activate regeneration by the particle filter.
Without active regeneration, getting filter systems on
vehicles with low exhaust temperatures have been a
problem.

The Purefi Active System makes it possible to raise the
exhaust temperature from 180°C up to more over than
600°C. The unit also controls dosing of additives and
monitors counter-pressure in the particle filter system.
The embedded data logger stores the operational values
equivalent to a period of more than 6 months.

Crysberg produces the electronics, assembles the

mechanical parts, makes the box-build and performs the
functional testing of the Purefi Active System units.

Working
together with Ginge Kerr, Crysberg developed a new
measurement principal, based on ultrasound. Ginge Kerr
was later taken over by Wilhelmsen.

Crysberg's idea was to use two transducers in a single
head, allowing impedance to be unbalanced when taking
readings. This automatic gain control makes it possible to
measure the ultrasonic sound and thereby find the level of
the CO2 with the highest precision.

Crysberg has developed the equipment from concept to
final product including production, plus assembly and
packing of the units in specially-designed suitcases for
practicality, easy and safe transport and protection.
